
FAFP Family Medicine Student Scholar Program

About the Award
The Florida Academy of Family Physicians (FAFP) Foundation established the Family Medicine Student Scholar Program to recognize Florida medical students who have demonstrated outstanding commitment to family medicine and show strong potential for leadership or an academic career in the specialty.

This program celebrates students who actively promote family medicine among their peers, engage in service or advocacy efforts, and demonstrate the initiative to contribute to the future of Family Medicine in Florida.

Program Eligibility 
Candidates must be rising fourth medical students (MS3) currently enrolled at an accredited Florida medical school with a current AAFP-recognized FMIG program. 

Program Criteria
Candidates should demonstrate excellence in one or more of the following:
1. [bookmark: _Hlk209680942]Commitment to Family Medicine – Demonstrates clear interest in pursuing family medicine as a career.
2. Leadership & Engagement – Actively participates in FMIG activities, FAFP initiatives, community service, or advocacy efforts.
3. Peer Influence – Serves as a positive role model and advocate for family medicine among fellow students.
4. Personal Statement and CV – Effectively demonstrates the applicant’s motivation for family medicine, relevant experiences, and potential for future leadership.

· Nominations must be submitted by the Family Medicine department chair or faculty advisors from the student’s medical school (family medicine faculty preferred).
· Each nomination should include:
· A completed nomination form.
· A letter of support highlighting one or more of the award’s listed criteria.
· The student’s CV (2 pages max, focused on service, leadership, and engagement).
· A personal statement from the student (1 page) describing how their interest in family medicine will allow them to positively influence the next generation of family physicians.

Selection & Recognition
· One student will be selected annually from each medical school in Florida with an AAFP-recognized FMIG.
· Scholar will be honored at the annual IGNITE 2026: The FAFP Spring Forum in Orlando, and featured in FAFP communications.
· Award package includes:
· $250 Scholarship and certificate of recognition
· Reimbursement of hotel expenses for 2 nights and reimbursement of up to $100 of travel expenses to attend IGNITE 2026: The FAFP Spring Forum.

· Special recognition across FAFP communications platforms.

Expectations for Awardees
Students selected for this honor are required to:
· Attend IGNITE 2026: The FAFP Spring Forum in Orlando.
· Actively engage in forum programming and networking opportunities.
· Serve as ambassadors for family medicine within their FMIG, medical school and community.
· Share their experiences through FAFP printed and electronic communication platforms (e.g., brief testimonial, photo or reflection).
· Continue demonstrating leadership and advocacy for family medicine throughout their medical training.
